	People who are older than me were born before me. (Recognise the difference between past and present. Use the words past and present when telling other about an event.)

When my parents were young times were slightly different to how they are now. (Tells the difference between past and present in own and other people’s lives. Uses information to describe difference between then and now.)

Times were very different when my grandparents were young. (Tells the difference between past and present in own and other people’s lives. Uses information to describe difference between then and now.)

There was a period before my grandparents were alive

People wore different clothes, travelled in different ways, played with different toys and school was very different too. 	The great fire of London started on 2nd September 1666 and lasted for 4 days. (Explores significant historical figures/events and why they are important. Recount main events/achievements from a significant period/person in history.)

The fire started in Thomas Farrier’s bakery on Pudding Lane. (Explores significant historical figures/events and why they are important. Recount main events/achievements from a significant period/person in history.)

The house in London were mainly made of wood at the time which allowed the fire to spread quickly. (Find answers to simple questions about the past using sources of information. Looks carefully at pictures or objects to find information about the past.)

One of the ways we know about the fire is because of Samuel Pepys famous diary recounting the events. (begins to identify and recount some details from the past from sources. To explore and understand the different ways you can learn about the past eye-witness accounts, books, photos, artefacts, buildings and visits, internet.)

King Charles II was King of England at the time.


	Mary Jane Grant was born in Jamaica in 1805. (Explores significant historical figures/events and why they are important. Recount main events/achievements from a significant period/person in history.)

In 1853 The Crimean War starts, and Mary asks to join the nursing team but is rejected. (Explores significant historical figures/events and why they are important. Recount main events/achievements from a significant period/person in history.)

Mary Seacole pays to travel to the Crimea herself to help wounded soldiers by setting up the ‘British Hotel’. (Uses information to describe the past. Uses evidence to explain why people in the past acted as they did.)

Florence Nightingale was born in 1820. 

She travelled to Turkey to care for injured soldiers during the Crimean war. (Asks questions about different sources and objects. Uses a sources – why, what, who, how, where to ask questions and find answers).

She helped improve the care in hospitals and was known as ‘The lady with the lamp’. (Uses information to describe the past. Uses evidence to explain why people in past acted as they did.)

	To identify historically significant buildings in the local area. (Recognise the difference between past and present. Use the words past and present when telling others about a building.)

Learn about historically important people from the local area and the impact they had on history. (Explores significant historical figures/events and why they are important. Recounts main events/achievements from a significant period/person in history.)

Learn about some of the significant ways the local area has changed over time. (makes simple historical comparisons (e.g. spot the difference between pictures). Independently identify similarities and difference between people, places, events or ways of life.)

Learn about the industry in the area and the jobs most people had in past. (Finds answers to simple questions about the past using sources of information. Looks carefully at pictures or objects to find information about the past.)


	Christopher Columbus was born in Genoa, Italy in 1451. (Explores significant historical figures/events and why they are important. Recount main events/achievements from a significant period/person in history.)

An explorer is a person who travels in search of geographical or scientific information. (Uses information to describe the past. Uses evidence to explain why people in the past acted as they did.)

His most important accomplishment was making the first connection between Europeans and the Americas. Permanent European colonies were eventually settled in the New World, as it was called, because of this connection. (Explores significant historical figures/events and why they are important. Recounts main events/achievements from a significant period/person in history.)

Neil Alden Armstrong was born in Ohio, USA on August 5, 1930. He died on August 25, 2012. (Sequence 3 events or related objects in order. Puts a set of people events or objects in order using given scaled and given reason for choices.)

He was the first human to walk on the moon on July 20, 1969, as part of the Apollo 11 mission. 

The Apollo 11 crew included Neil Armstrong as commander, Edwin E. Aldrin Jr. (or Buzz Aldrin) as Lunar Module pilot and Michael Collins, Command Module pilot. (Asks questions about different sources and objects. Uses a sources – why, what, who, how, where to ask questions and find answers).

As he stepped onto the Moon, he said, “That’s one small step for man, one giant leap for mankind.” (Remembers parts of stories and memories about the past. Uses past and present when telling others about an event.)

Neil's footprints will be on the Moon for millions of years because there is no wind to blow them away.

	Orville and Wilbur were born in the United States of America in 1867 (Wilbur) and 1871 (Orville). (Sequence 3 events or related objects in order. Puts a set of people events or objects in order using given scaled and given reason for choices.)

As Children they were given a toy helicopter which started their interest in flying. (Uses information to describe the past. Uses evidence to explain why people in the past acted as they did.)

The brothers started by building kites and then gliders. (Remembers parts of stories and memories about the past. Uses past and present when telling others about an event.)

In December 1903 Wilber Wright became the first person to fly a plane. (Explores significant historical figures/events and why they are important. Recount main events/achievements from a significant period/person in history.)

Charles Lindberg was the first man to fly across the Atlantic in 1927. (Begins to identify and recount some details from the past from sources. To explore and understand the different ways you can learn about the past eye-witness accounts, books, photos, artefacts, buildings and visits, internet.)

Begin to understand how the Wright brother’s invention affected the past and the present. (Sequences 3 events/objects in order. Puts a set of people, events or objects in order using a given scale and give reasons for choices.)

	Julies Caesar first invades Britain in c. 55-54 BC (understands that timelines can be divided into CE and BCA. Names and places dates of significant events from past on a timeline).

The Romans conquer Britain in CE 43 bringing the Iron Age to an end. (understands that timelines can be divided into CE and BCA. Names and places dates of significant events from past on a timeline).

Colchester was the first Roman Fortress in Britain and was made their capital. (Uses timelines to place events in order. Places events from periods studied on a timeline)

Queen Boudicca led a rebellion against the Roman which was defeated . (Explore two accounts of the same event and identify differences. Explore a variety of contrasting versions of the same event and identify difference in account). 

The Roman developed paved, straight roads in Britain and developed an infrastructure (e.g., sewage). (Uses evidence to find out how any of these may have changed over a time period. Describes how some of the past events/people affect life today.)

They also influenced the 
· written and spoken language
· the way of life 
· systems of measurement 
· cities and buildings (brick and stone rather than wattle and daub)
· technology
· religion (e.g., Christianity) 
(Use evidence to describe the past and the difference/changes. Give reasons why changes in houses/culture/leisure/buildings and their uses, things of importance to people, ways of life, beliefs and attitudes may have occurred during a time period.)

Roman Britain became a nation rather than a collection of tribes. (Use evidence to describe the past and the difference/changes. Give reasons why changes in houses/culture/leisure/buildings and their uses, things of importance to people, ways of life, beliefs and attitudes may have occurred during a time period.)
	The Anglo-Saxons, originally from Germany and Scandinavia, settled in Britain from about 410CE as the last Roman soldiers were ordered to leave England to defend Rome. (Uses dates related to the passing of time. Places events from periods studied on a timeline.)

Some Anglo-Saxons were invited to help defend from Picts and Scots attacking from the North, however they eventually took over. 

Many came peacefully to find land to farm as their homelands in Scandinavia often flooded or were less fertile 

Whole families came and brought tools, weapons and farm animals and built entire villages with a new style of homes. (Asks questions such as ‘how did people…? What did people do for…?’ Asks questions such as ‘What was it like for ….. during …..?’)

Anglo-Saxon Britain was made up of seven kingdoms (Northumbria, Mercia, Wessex, East Anglia, Essex, Kent and Sussex). (Describes similarities between people, events and objects then and now. Notes connections, contrasts and trends across time but also between places and cultures). 

King Alfred the Great, who was the King of Wessex, would eventually become the first king of England. (Studies changes through the lives of significant individuals. Describes how some of the past people affect life today).

Early Anglo-Saxons were pagans and were polytheists but gradually became a Christian people. Use evidence to describe the past and the difference/changes. Give reasons why changes in houses/culture/leisure/buildings and their uses, things of importance to people, ways of life, beliefs and attitudes may have occurred during a time period.) 

	The Vikings left Scandinavia on expeditions to raid and settle in Britain (Uses evidence to describe the past. Shows knowledge and understanding by describing features of past societies and periods).

The Vikings were skilled seafarers who created extensive trade networks across much of Europe and beyond. 

They were skilled at farming, fishing, craft work and hunting. (Asks questions such as ‘how did people…? What did people do for…?’ Asks questions such as ‘What was it like for ….. during …..?’)

They were pagans and brought with them fables of monsters and magic. (uses evidence to describe beliefs and attitudes from the past. Identifies some ideas beliefs and experiences of men, women and children from the past). 

The Vikings repeatedly raided and invaded Britain taking landed and riches, especially from monasteries, most famously Lindisfarne in 793

Alfred the Great fought the Vikings before peace was agreed and the country was divided into Wessex and Danelaw that would eventually be united in an English Kingdom. (Describes similarities between people, events and objects then and now. Notes connections, contrasts and trends across time but also between places and cultures).

This conflict also allowed the establishment of Scotland and England as separate kingdoms. (Starts to comment on historical changes, including suggestions about cause and effect. Comments on continuity and change, cause and effect.)

England was ruled by both Anglo-Saxon and Danish kings until their rule came to end in 1066, during the battle of Hastings as King Harold is defeated by William the conqueror

	The Stone Age began when the first tools were made from stone and ended with the introduction of metal tools. (Describe similarities and difference between objects then and now. Note connections, contrasts and trends across time but also between places and cultures)

At the end of the Ice age, sea levels rose which turned Britain into an island. (Asks questions such as ‘how did people…? What did people do for…?’ Asks questions such as ‘What was it like for ….. during …..?’)

Humans survived by making sharp stone tools to kill and eat animals 

Dead animals not only provided food but also skins to keep people warms and bones to make tools. (Use evidence to describe the past and the difference/changes. Give reasons why changes in houses/culture/leisure/buildings and their uses, things of importance to people, ways of life, beliefs and attitudes may have occurred during a time period.)

Evidence of the Stone age includes discoveries of 
-cave paintings
-early tools
-Fire hearths
-Settlement such Skara Brae
-Cheddar Man – the remains of a Mesolithic man
(Suggest sources of evidence from a selection provided to use to help answer questions. Understands the difference between primary and secondary sources of evidence.)

The end of the Stone age coincided with the Ancient Egyptian civilisation (Identify themes with and between topics)
	The Bronze Age started at different times around the world and followed the Stone Age (Identify themes within and between different topics)

Tools were made from bronze and used for hunting (Describe similarities and difference between objects then and now. Note connections, contrasts and trends across time but also between places and cultures)

It is believed that the bronze age began in Britain when the Beaker people brought tools from Europe. (Uses timelines to place events in order. Placed events from period studied on a timeline). 
 
Bronze age people lived in settlements, which were made up of groups of round houses (made of wattle and daub or dry stone) (Asks questions such as ‘how did people…? What did people do for…?’ Asks questions such as ‘What was it like for ….. during …..?’)

These settlements traded resources such as copper and tin. (Uses evidence to describe the past (see examples below). Shows knowledge and understanding by describing features of past societies and periods).

The Iron age began as people began to make tools from Iron which was stronger than bronze. (Starts to comment on historical changes, including suggestions about cause and effect. Comments on continuity and change, cause and effect.)

Settlements became larger as tribes were better able to farm and defend themselves  (Describe similarities and difference between people, events and objects then and now. Note connections contrasts and trends across time but also between places and cultures.)

At the end of the Iron age, coins were made and used as currency. 

The end of the Iron age is marked by the Romans Conquering Britain in CE 43
	The Nile was central to Egyptian life (water, fertile soil, trade, transport, fishing and mud for bricks) and the Egyptians were among the first civilisations to use irrigation systems

We know about ancient Egyptian life because of evidence such as pyramids, artefacts from tombs and methods of communication such as the use of hieroglyphics and papyrus rolls. (Makes a decision about which sources would be best to find specific information about a past event. Use evidence to build up a picture of a past event choose relevant material to present a picture of one aspect of life in time past.)

Ancient Egyptian society was hierarchical (from most to least important) and each group had a different role within society . 

Mummification was a process of preserving the bodies of the rich and important to prepare them for their journey to the afterlife. The bodies of these people would then be placed in tombs or pyramids . (Suggest sources of evidence from a selection provided to use to help answer questions. Understands the difference between primary and secondary sources of evidence.)

The Ancient Egyptians were polytheists and had multiple deities that represented different aspects of everyday life

	The Mayan civilisation was established around CE 250 and was based in Mesoamerica. (Places current study on timeline in relation to other studies. Uses these key periods as reference points: BCE, CE Romans, Anglo-Saxons, Tudors, Stuarts, Georgians, Victorians and Today.)

Mayan cities had similar layouts to each other with a palace for the ruler and plaza for markets and pyramid shaped temples. (Comment on impact and legacy. Describes how some changes affect life today.)

Mayans were polytheists believing in multiple nature gods or deities. (Starts to suggest reasons for connections over time and across places and cultures. Gives own reasons why changes may have occurred, backed up with evidence.)

Society was hierarchical with priests the most important people in Mayan culture. (Identifies some social, cultural, religious and ethnic diversities of societies studied in Britain and wider world. Chooses reliable sources of factual evidence to describe houses and settlements; culture and leisure activities; clothes, way of life and actions of people; buildings and their uses; people’s beliefs, religion and attitudes; things of importance to people; differences between lives of rich and poor. 
Identifies how any of above may have changed during a time period.)


Mayan merchants traded many goods including salt, cotton, honey and jade. (Uses documents, printed sources, the internet, databases, pictures, photos, music, artefacts, historic buildings and visits to collect information about the past. Identifies and uses different sources of information and artefacts.)

The Mayan calendar (Tzolkin) consisted of 260 days and 13 months. 

The demise of Mayan civilisation came about because of a mixture of deforestation, land erosion and drought. (Chooses reliable sources of evidence to answer questions. Selects the most appropriate source of evidence for particular tasks.)
	Greece was divided into city-states (polis) that each had its own laws and ways of life. The two most well-known being Athens and Sparta. (Begins to identify the difference between primary and secondary sources and use evidence to build up a picture of life in time studied. Recognises and explains the differences between primary and secondary sources and evaluates the usefulness and accuracy.)

In Athens, Greek art, architecture, philosophy, maths, science, language and theatre were developed which helped shape our modern society. (Identifies changes within and across historical periods. Uses timelines to demonstrate changes and developments in culture, technology, religion and society.)

Athens had a democratic government like we do in modern day Britain. (Comment on impact and legacy. Describes how some changes affect life today.) 

The first Olympic games was held in BCE 776 in Olympia. (Uses timelines to place and sequence local, national and international events. Uses timelines to place events, periods and cultural movements from around the world.)

Ancient Greeks were polytheists who believe in a variety of different gods and goddesses. Temples were built to honour them, and they feature heavily in Greek mythology. (Identifies some social, cultural, religious and ethnic diversities of societies studied in Britain and wider world. Chooses reliable sources of factual evidence to describe houses and settlements; culture and leisure activities; clothes, way of life and actions of people; buildings and their uses; people’s beliefs, religion and attitudes; things of importance to people; differences between lives of rich and poor. 
Identifies how any of above may have changed during a time period.)

Each city state (polis) consisted of an urban centre with a sacred centre built on a natural acropolis. (Starts to suggest reasons for connections over time and across places and cultures. Describes similarities and differences between some people, events and objects studied.)

Ancient Greeks is out of chronology so it can be compared with other civilisations and periods of history that have already been studied in terms of their impact on British society and those around the world.

It is also taught in Year 5, as maturity is needed to study and understand the terms of democracy and the rule of law etc. in relation to British values. 

	There were Six Tudor Monarchs who ruled England from 1485 to 1603 (Identifies changes within and across historical periods.  Uses timelines to demonstrate changes and developments in culture, technology, religion and society.)

King Henry VII became the first Tudor king after the conclusion of the ‘War of the Roses’ (Gives some causes and consequences of the main events, situations and changes in the periods studied. Gives own reasons why changes may have occurred, backed up with evidence.)

Tudor England had two of the most influential monarchs to sit on the English throne – Henry VIII and his daughter Elizabeth I (Comment on impact and legacy. Describes how some changes affect life today.)

Henry VIII broke England away from the Catholic Church and created the Protestant Church of England in order to divorce his first wife. (Gives some causes and consequences of the main events, situations and changes in the periods studied. Gives own reasons why changes may have occurred, backed up with evidence.)

Henry VIII had Six wives in total   

Tudor England, primarily under Elizabeth I’s rule, saw the exploration of the Americas, the beginnings of England’s great naval exploits and seafaring traditions and the plays of William Shakespeare. (Gives some causes and consequences of the main events, situations and changes in the periods studied. Gives own reasons why changes may have occurred, backed up with evidence.)

During Tudor Rule, England became richer than it ever had been leading to the towns growing and schools and colleges being built. (Gives some causes and consequences of the main events, situations and changes in the periods studied. Gives own reasons why changes may have occurred, backed up with evidence.)

Arts and crafts flourished, and England became home to great painters, writers and musicians. (Identifies changes within and across historical periods.  Uses timelines to demonstrate changes and developments in culture, technology, religion and society.)

Tudor life was problematic for many people as Towns became overcrowded and the spread of disease became prominent. (Identifies some social, cultural, religious and ethnic diversities of societies studied in Britain and wider world. Chooses reliable sources of factual evidence to describe houses and settlements; culture and leisure activities; clothes, way of life and actions of people; buildings and their uses; people’s beliefs, religion and attitudes; things of importance to people; differences between lives of rich and poor. 
Identifies how any of above may have changed during a time period.)

	WWII was a conflict between the Allied Powers and the Axis power and took place between 1939 and 1945. (Gives some causes and consequences of the main events, situations and changes in the periods studied. Gives own reasons why changes may have occurred, backed up with evidence.)

Major allied powers were Britain, France, Russia, China and the USA. The major Axis powers were Germany, Italy and Japan. (Begin to understand why there a different account of a particular event. Understands that the past has been represented in different ways and the specific reasons for this.)

Know the leaders of the main allied and axis powers. (Gives clear reasons why there may be different accounts of history. 
Knows that people (now and in past) can represent events or ideas in ways that persuade others. Suggests accurate and plausible reasons for how/why aspects of the past have been represented and interpreted in different ways.)

WWIIs profound effect on people’s lives
· Change: the role of women, the Blitz, the welfare state
· Deprivation: rationing, restrictions, blackout, ‘make do and mend’
· Separation: refugees, evacuees, families separated by war and bereavement 
(Identifies some social, cultural, religious and ethnic diversities of societies studied in Britain and wider world. Chooses reliable sources of factual evidence to describe houses and settlements; culture and leisure activities; clothes, way of life and actions of people; buildings and their uses; people’s beliefs, religion and attitudes; things of importance to people; differences between lives of rich and poor. 
Identifies how any of above may have changed during a time period.)

The legacy of the war included the creation of the European Union, The United Nations and Peace and Remembrance (including Holocaust Memorial Day). (Comment on impact and legacy. Describes how some changes affect life today.)


The battle of Britain was the first military campaign fought solely in the air. (Comment on impact and legacy. Describes how some changes affect life today.)

Both allies and the axis powers used propaganda posters to boost the moral at people at home and those fighting. It was also used to decrease the moral of the enemy. (Uses documents, printed sources, the internet, databases, pictures, photos, music, artefacts, historic buildings and visits to collect information about the past. Knows and understands that some evidence is propaganda, opinion or misinformation and that this affects interpretations of history.)
